Forms
· Use “frm” as their naming prefix (i.e. frmSplashScreen)

	Property
	What it Does

	Caption
	Changes the title on top of the form

	BackColor
	Changes the background color on the form

	Top
	Adjusts where the top of the form begins (in twips*)

	Left
	Adjusts where the left side of the form begins (in twips*)

	Height
	Adjusts the height of the form

	Width
	Adjusts the width of the form


Labels
· Use “lbl” as their naming prefix (i.e. lblFirstName)

	Property
	What it Does

	BackColor
	Changes the background color on the label

	Top
	Adjusts where the top of the label begins relative to the form(in twips*)

	Left
	Adjusts where the left side of the label begins relative to the form(in twips*)

	Height
	Adjusts the height of the form

	Width
	Adjusts the width of the form


Command Buttons

· Use “cmd” as their naming prefix (i.e. lblCalculate)

	Property
	What it Does

	Caption
	Changes the text on the command button

	Top
	Adjusts where the top of the command button begins (in twips*)

	Left
	Adjusts where the left side of the command button begins relative to the form (in twips*)

	Height
	Adjusts the height of the command button

	Width
	Adjusts the width of the command button


Text Boxes

· Use “txt” as their naming prefix (i.e. txtFirstName)

	Property
	What it Does

	Text
	This property stores what is displayed in the text box

	BackColor
	Changes the background color on the text box

	Top
	Adjusts where the top of the text box begins relative to the form (in twips*)

	Left
	Adjusts where the left side of the text box begins relative to the form (in twips*)

	Height
	Adjusts the height of the text box

	Width
	Adjusts the width of the text box
